


DESCRIPTION:
MasterSeal MTR-PLUS is
a ready-to-use, high
solids, polymer reinforced
asphalt emulsion sealcoat
modified with terminal
blended scrap tire rubber
and select aggregates.
MTR-PLUS forms a dark-
black, durable, long lasting slip resistant surface
to repair, protect and extend the service life of
asphalt pavements at a fraction of the cost of
alternative treatments.

MTR-PLUS is engineered to replenish the vital
oils and small aggregates that have been lost
from the asphalt pavement surface through the
aging process and provide a new, even textured
surface and renewed protection against
environmental distress.

MTR-PLUS is eco-friendly sealcoat (removing
at least 18 scrap tires from our environment for
every 1000 gallons used) and safe containing
no flammables, cutbacks, solvents or coal tar.
MTR-PLUS is the ideal choice to restore a like-

new appearance and extend the life of all
asphalt pavements where value, performance
and the environment are critical.

SURFACE PREPARATION: Pavement must be
freed of loose and embedded dirt, dust,
vegetation and other foreign material. If
traditional cleaning methods are not effective
a power washer may be used or a prime coat of
diluted SS-1h may be used. Structural repairs
should be made and cracks 1/4” and larger
should be sealed with approved crack sealant
material. All grease and oil spots should be
treated with PrepSeal or PetroSeal.

APPLICATION GUIDELINES: New asphalt
should not be sealed until after exposed to a
full summer heat cycle. Ambient and surface
temperature must be at least 55°F and rising
during application.Do not apply if rain is forecast
with 24 hours. Pavement surface should be
misted with water in extremely hot
temperatures (90 degrees and above).

Two coats are recommended. The first coat must
be completely dry before applying the second

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coat.a third coat may be applied in heavy traffic
areas or on severely distressed pavements. Allow
the sealcoat to dry completely before resuming
traffic. Drying times are determined by the
contractor based on temperature, humidity and
other factors.

MTR-PLUS may be applied by hand, spray, or
squeegee, mechanical spray units or squeegee
machines. Application units should be equipped
with mechanical agitation systems to maintain
the consistency of the material during the
application or mix additional aggregate if
needed.

COVERAGE RATES: One gallon of MTR-PLUS
will cover 50-60 sq. ft. per coat (.18-.15
gallons/square yard). Coverage rates may be
adjusted depending on the pavement condition,
traffic volume and other factors.

MIX DESIGN: MTR-PLUS is Ready-To-Use...
no field mixing required. Up to 4 Ibs./gallon
of additional aggregate may be added on-site
by the contractor to meet specific job
requirements. For optimal results use 30/60 or
40/200 mesh black, angular SharpShot. Clean
silica sand (60 mesh) may also be used. Add
aggregate slowly to the application unit while
agitating to insure uniform mixture.

CLEAN UP: Wash tools in water. Use TarBuster
if material has dried.

CAUTION: KEEP OUT OF REACH OF

with eyes, flush immediately with water for 15
minutes and call a physician.When not in use,
keep containers tightly closed and upright to
prevent leakage.
